
                                      

INSURANCE POLICY

Our intention is that this article will provide a brief description of the
TakeGuard insurance cover and insurance related services provided by the PCA for the 
benefit of its members. This is only a summary of the cover provided, full details are 
contained within the policy wordings.

Permanent Total Disablement Cover

Who is covered?
• Any playing member of the PCA registered with a first class county and under contract 
with the same county to provide his services as a professional cricketer

When does the cover apply?
• TakeGuard protects our members, against permanent total disablement on and off the 
pitch, at home and abroad, 24 hours a day, 365 days a year

• Cover for members aged 36 or over, excludes injuries caused whilst playing or training 
for cricket. 

What is covered?
Personal Accident and Sickness Benefit

01. Permanent Total Disablement from playing professional cricket
Up to age 21 £20,000
Age 22 to 33 inc £50,000
Age 34 or over £20,000
Age 36+ £20,000
2% Additional cover for players with dependants up to £10,000

Limitations on players covered
• Overseas players contracted to a county are only insured within the United Kingdom, 
except whilst representing their county overseas.

• Cover for players registered but not contracted with a county, is limited to whilst 
participating in or traveling to or from matches and/or practice sessions. Cover is further 
limited to £5,000 per player. 



Which are the principal exclusions?
• Any criminal or felonious acts

• Being under the influence of alcohol

• Being under the influence of drugs, unless prescribed by a qualified health care 
practitioner

• Using any drugs or substances in violation of the rules of the governing body of the 
sport

• The use of performance enhancing substances, whether or not prescribed by a 
qualified health care practitioner

• Any practices or activities excluded by a player’s professional sports contract

• Self inflicted injury

• Osteoarthritis, arthritis or any other degenerative process of the joints, bones tendons 
or ligaments

• Pre-existing conditions

• Any mental or emotional disease or disorder of any kind

• Injury or illness covered under the ECB personal accident policy

• HIV, AIDS or AIDS Related Complex

• War, Terrorism and Weapons of Mass Destruction

Additional units of cover
With the TakeGuard insurance package each player can top up his cover against 
Permanent Total Disablement (PTD) from playing professional cricket caused by 
accident or illness, to a level commensurate with his own needs.

023 8037 4850 who will dispatch a Medical/Proposal form to your home address. Upon 
receipt of a satisfactory Medical/Proposal form, Jardine Lloyd Thompson will confirm in 
writing that your top up cover is in effect, as soon as it is agreed by Underwriters. 

How do I make a claim?
Contact Jardine Lloyd Thompson immediately on 023 8037 4850. A member of the team 
will guide you through the claim process until it is satisfactorily resolved

Some important considerations:
• Jardine Lloyd Thompson work for you and not the insurer

• Notice of accidental bodily injury or sickness or disease which may give rise to a claim 
under this insurance, together with full particulars, should be supplied to Jardine Lloyd 
Thompson within fourteen days of its occurrence. 



• You should insist that you get specialised medical treatment for major and persistent 
injuries

Temporary Total Disablement Payments

The PCA also makes provision to compensate those players who miss games during the 
course of the domestic season through illness and or injury, thereby losing out on 
appearance money and potential bonus payments

When does the cover apply?
To qualify for this benefit a player must suffer temporary total disablement during the 
course of the domestic season:

Category Benefit Excess Period
Uncapped £105 per week One Week
Capped £105 per week Two Weeks

How do I make a claim?
This facility is administered by the PCA. Your county representative/
physio should have the necessary claim forms should you require one.
